 Mr. Williams called the meeting to order.  Mr. Conyer offered the Prayer and Mr. 

Kelly led the Pledge of Allegiance.  The roll was called and it was noted that Mr. Cupit

 Mr. Williams asked if there were any additions or deletions to the agenda.  

Hearing none, he asked for a motion to adopt the agenda as circulated.  Mr. Conyer 

moved, seconded by Mr. Valentine to adopt the agenda as circulated.

 OLD BUSINESS: None. 

 NEW BUSINESS: Item #1-Consider Vehicle Purchase:  Mrs. Ferguson stated that 

staff was requesting permission to purchase one more vehicle and to “trade-in” an older 

model vehicle to increase the “mobility” of the staff to get to the various work areas.  She 

stated that truck would be purchased through State Contract.  Mr. Conyer moved, 

seconded by Mr. Vidrine to recommend to the full Board to grant permission for 

staff to purchase one more vehicle and to trade-in an older vehicle.  Motion carried. 

 Item #2-Consider MOU with the Department of Transportation and Development:  

Mrs. Ferguson stated that there were many services provided to SRA through DOTD and 

the MOU that was provided within the meeting packet explained that the cost to SRA for 

these services would be $20,000 and this would be for the current fiscal year July 1st  

through June 30th , 2009.  She stated that some of the things provided to SRA through 
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DOTD are payroll, human resources, and other administrative support services.  She 

stated that staff did not feel this request was out of line.  Mr. Conyer moved, seconded 

by Mr. Valentine to recommend to the Board to approve the MOU with DOTD for 

support services to SRA with the annual cost of $20,000 for the fiscal year ’08-’09.  

Motion carried. 

 Item #3-Retiree Related Benefits: Was deferred to Executive Session. 

 Item #4-Financial Reports for February ’09:  Mrs. Ferguson stated that revenue 

for Toledo Bend was $335,059.62; expenditures were $588,725.06 with a net loss of 

$253,665.44.  She stated that revenue for the Diversion Canal was $119,599.90; 

expenditures of $250,868.93 with a net loss of $131,269.03.  Mr. Burgess moved, 

seconded by Mr. Valentine to recommend to the Board to approve February 

Financial report as circulated.  Motion carried. 

 EXECUTIVE SESSION:  Deferred until the Board meeting on the same day. 

 With no further business to discuss,  Mr. Vidrine moved, seconded by Mr.
